EZStation 3.0 is a video management software. It provides video surveillance services including live
view, playback, device management, recording schedule, alarm configuration, video wall, and e-map.
The software is easy to deploy and operate, suitable for small and medium-size applications such as
for super market, parking lot and residential area. For more details, see datasheet.
